Our PK-12 system has made great progress over the past
ten years, raising our high school graduation rate from

below 60% (at 49t in the U.S.) to 75% (at 37" in the U.S.
and within two points of the national average.)

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...Challenge

The challenge is 25% of our students do not graduate and that
will cripple the future growth of our state’s economy and prosperity
for our families.

And many of our high school graduates are not college, career
and citizenship-ready. Of the high school graduates entering our
technical college system, 41% require remediation before
beginning college level courses, at a cost of $21 million per year
to SC taxpayers.
